The concerned officials of the BBMP will
mmediately look into it and take remedial measure
to remove the solid waste thrown to the lake and
keep the lake clean. Itis needless to point out that,
the KSPCB has sufficient power under the act to

take effective steps to clean the lake.

He has submitted that, the survey of the lake has
been done and a status report dated: 27-06-2019
along with sketch has been submitted to this office.
It is useful to extract the status report, which reads

as hereunder:
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9. Sketch produced along with the report
indicates that, out of 9 acres 23 guntas of land, only
6 acres 23 guntas of land is vacant and 3 acres of
land has been encroached upon. It is needless to
point out that, the Revenue Department is required
to take effective steps for removal of unauthorised
encroachment of lake area. Since, there is threat of

further encroachment, it is neediess to point out
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that, the BBMP is required to take immediate steps

for fencing the lake.

10. l:‘or the purpose of taking effective steps for
removal of encroachment, [ am of the view, it would
be in the interest of justice, to issue notice to the
Deputy Commissioner, Bengaluru Urban District.
Accordingly,  issue notice to the  Deputy
Commissioner, Bengaluru Urban District. The
Tahsildar, Bengaluru South who was impleaded as
respondent  N0.5 and Deputy Commissioner,
Bengaluru Urban District are directed to take steps
for removal of illegal encroachment and file a status

report by the next date of hearing.
