ORDER

The Complainant Sri. H.S.Doreswamy is present

2.  On behalf of Bruhat Bengaluru Mahanagara Palike
(herein  after referred to as <‘BBMP' for short),
Sri. K.Siddegowda, Chief Engineer, Bommanahalli Zone, is
present along with  Sri. M.Ramakrishna, Joint
Commissioner, Bommanahalli Zone, Sri. Sheshadri Y.N,
Executive Engineer, Bommanahalli Zone,
sri. K.R.Doreswamy, AEE and Sri. Lingegowda, Assistant

Executive Engineer, who is now put in charge of the Lakes.

3. On behalf of Karnataka State Pollution Control Board,
Bengaluru (herein after referred to as ‘KSPCB’ for short),
Sri.  R.V.Bhat, Law Officer is present along with

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4.  On behalf of Bengaluru Water Supply and Sewerage
Board (herein after referred to ‘BWSSB’ for short), Sri. Al

Rajashekara, Executive Engineer, is present.

5. Smt. N. Asha Kumari, Assistant Director of Land
Records, Bengaluru, is present along with Sri. Girish,

Surveyor.

6. Pursuant to my order dated 25-11-2019, on behalf of
BBMP, a status report dated 02-12-2019 has been filed.
Along with status report, certain annexures including the
photographs have been filed in support of the statement
made in the status report that the BBMP has taken
effective steps to redress the grievance of the public, etc.
Today, additional status report dated 09-12-2019 has been
filed with regard to the steps taken by the BBMP up-to-
date. Copies of both the status reports have been served on
the Complainant. The Complainant is reserved liberty
to file rejoinder, if any, if he so desires, by the next
date of hearing. It is useful to extract the report dated

00-12-2019, which reads as follows:
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“Our attention is also invited to three recent incidents about the collapse of retention
wall of the lakes which relate to evoking certain areas of the city. The 8" respondent
appearing in person states that the work of rejuvenation may not have been done
scientifically. There are disputes between the learned counsel appearing for the BBMP and
learned counsel appearing for the BDA about the jurisdiction of the said properties over the
3 lakes. The collapse of retention of the wall of 3 lakes has resulted into serious
consequences apart from causing enormous damages to the citizens and their properiies,
such collapse may lead to destruction of the lakes. We direct the state Government,
BBMP and BDA to come out with immediate measure to ensure that such
incidents will not repeat in respect of the other lakes. Moreover, the state must
ensure that the proper enquiry must be held and report the causes for the said
incidents and the enquiry report must be placed before the court.
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7. The report submitted sets out in detail the names of

the persons who are affected on account of breach of lake
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in question and the steps taken on behalf of BBMP to
redress the grievance of the persons affected. It is pointed
out that 374 families are affected and out of them 351
families have been paid compensation amount at the rate
of Rs.50,000/- (Rupees fifty thousand only) per family,
which has been credit_ed to their bank accounts and in
respect of the remaining 23 persons the amount will be
credited to their account within two days from today. The
said statement is placed on record. It is also pointed out in
the course of proceedings by Sri. K.Siddegowda, Chief
Engineer and Sri. M.Ramakrishna, Joint Commissioner,
that after proper assessment of the loss sustlé—xined by
several people, it was noticed that five buildings have been
fully damaged which r_equires p_aymé_nt of compensation. It
is pointed out that, the compensation would be paid as per
the norms laid down in Disaster Managemént Guidelines of
Government of India. Sri. K. Siddegowda pointed out that
after assessing the actual loss sustained by them, the
effective steps will be taken to credit the compensation

payable to each one of them within two weeks from today.

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It is needless to point out that the compensation to be paid
must be just and fair, which should neither be less nor
excessive. 1 am sure, the concerned authorities will take
every care to see that fair and just compensation is paid to
the victims. The report submitted also indicates that the

people who are housed in the Rehabilitation Centre (roe2
geow) were given Kits worth Rs.2,500/- to around 165

families. The Kit contains rice and other things. The report
submitted indicates that the steps would be taken to
provide books, cloths etc., required for 30 students, who
are affected. It is needless to point out that effective steps
are required to be taken to provide books and other
facilities to the students without further delay and at any
event not later than five days from today. The statement
regarding the above should be filed within three weeks
from today, before the Deputy Registrar of Enquiries-3,

Karnataka Lokayukta, Bengaluru.

8. The report submitted indicates that many of the

families have lost their Aadhar Card, Driving License,
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Ration Card, etc. These documents are essentially required
by the families. In this back ground, it is needless to point
out that a joint meeting of concerned officials of concerned
departments to be convened at the spot and arrangements
may be made for issue of the essential cards like Aadhar
Card, Driving License etc., such steps shall be taken and
the necessary license and cards as indicated above should

be provided on or before 31t December 2019.

9. It is needless to point out that a follow up action as
indicated in the report submitted is required to be taken by
the concerned officers of the BBMP keeping in mind the
hardships faced by the persons who are affected on
account of the flow of water from the lake. Since the lake
was under the custody of the Bruhat Bengaluru
Mahanagara Palike, it is needless to point out that it was
the duty and responsibility of the BBMP to redress the
grievance of the persons affected. The report submitted
indicates that a Criminal Case has been registered in
Cr.No. 0246/20 19/01“ Hulimavu Police Station with respect

K.Siddegowda, Chief Engineer,
Bommanahalli Zone, BBMP and Sri. Linegowda, Assistant

Exccutive Engineer (Lakes).

127 Smt. N.Asha Kumari, Assistant Director of Land
Records, Bengaluru South Taluk, is present along with Sri.
Girish, Surveyor. She has filed a Survey Sketch of the
survey conducted in respect of Sy.No.42 of Hulimavu
village, Begur Hobli. The said sketch indicates that the
total extent of lake is 124 acres and 25 guntas. It was
pointed out by Sri. H.5.Doreswamy that Hulimavu lake is
located in two survey numbers i.e., Sy.No.42 of Hulimavu
village and Sy.No.110  of Kammanahalll  village.
Sri.Lingegowda, Assistant Executive Engineer submits that
the lake is located in two survey numbers i.e., Sy.No.42
and Sy.No.110 as pointed by Sri. H.S.Doreswamy.
According to Sri. Lingegowda, the total extent of lake
comprised in Sy.No.42 of Hulimavu village and Sy.No.110
of Kammanahalli village is 140 acres and 17 guntas. Since
the survey of Sy.No.110 has not been carried out,. the

Assistant Director of Land Records, Bengaluru South
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Taluk, who is present before me, is directed the get the
lake portion in Sy.No.110 0f Kammanahalli village
surveyed, by the next date of hearing. She is given two
weeks time to get Sy.No.110 of Kammanahalli surveyed.
She is also given two weeks time to file additional
statement setting out in detail the encroachment poftion
both in Sy.No.42 of Hulimavu village and Sy.No.110 of
Kammanahalli village with  regard to the private
encroachment and also the encroachment by Bengaluru
Development  Authority and  other  governmental
authorities. She is also directed to forward the copies of
survey reports of both the survey numbers to the
Tahsildar, Bengaluru South Taluk, within 20 days ffom
today. On receipt of such ~report the Tahsildar,
Bengaluru South is required to take steps to remove
the encroachments within a period of eight weeks
thereafter, in accordance with law. The copy of the
survey report may alsoe be made available to the
Complainant Sri. H.S.Doreswamy. It is desirable that the

sSurveyor issues notice to the Executive Engineer of BBMP
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(Lakes) and also to the Complainant at the time of survey
of the lake in question. The liberty is also reserved to the
Complainant to give such representation to the BBMP and
also to the Tahsildar and Surveyor. It is also needless to
point out that the BBMP is required to fence the lake area
to protect the lake and take effective steps to rejuvenate

the lake.

13. Sri. Lingegowda, Assistant Executive Engineer
submits that BBMP has employed people (Home Guards)
with its watch and ward to protect the lake. He submitted
that effective steps are being taken to prevent any effluent
substance being thrown to the lake. Sri. LingegoWda,
Assistant Executive Engineer is directed to file- status
report with regard to the steps taken by BBMP to

rejuvenate the lake, by the next date of hearing.

14. The KSPCB is to inspect the pollution level of the
water in the lake and submit the report, by the next date of

hearing.
