(ii) The BDA to take immediate steps to carry out

broken and in a bad shape within six weeks from

(ili) The BWSSB is directed to take steps to install
underground drainage and establish Sewerage

(iv) The BDA is also directed to take such other
steps, as may be necessary to prevent discharge of

the effluent substance to the lake.

(v) The BBMP is directed to take effective steps for
disposal of the solid waste stored or to be found in
and around the lakes. In this connection, it is
needless to point out that it is the responsibility of

the concerned local Engineer of BBMP to carry out

the instructions/directions given above.”
