ORDER

On the complaint filed by Sri. H.S. Doreswamy, the
proceedings were initiated for the purpose of taking
effective steps for rejuvenation of Hulimavu lake. The
matter is being considered by me ever since the month of
September — 2018 an on various dates the officials of the

BBMP and others were heard and several orders were

made.

2. In my earlier order, I had directed the authorities
concerned to survey the lake area and remove all the
encroachments. Since the notice was issued to the
Tahasildar and ADLR of Yelahanka, though they were not
the concerned officers and the concerned officers are
Tahasildar and ADLR of Anekal Taluk, I had approved the
note dated 21.11.2019 submitted by DRE-3. It is useful to
extract the said note which reads as hereunder; /

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“9) Received letter dated 25.07.2019 from the
Assistant Director of Land Records, Yelahanka
stating that Hulimavu lake is located within the
Jurisdiction of Anekal Taluk and in this connection
they have written a letter to the Tahasildar, Anekal
Taluk for implementing the direction issued by the
Hon’ble Lokayukta. Under these circumstances, it
Is just and necessary to direct the ADLR, Anekal
Taluk and Tahasildar, Anekal Taluk to carry out the
survey work of lake in question and to take effective
steps for removal of encroachment if any in

accordance with law and to submit report.

10) As per the order dated 03.07.2019, passed by
the Hon’ble Lokayukta, the officers of BBMP were
required to file the status report regarding the steps
taken by them to rejuvenate the lake in question.

But, no such report is received.
11) Hence, my lord, if approved,

(i) Notice will be issued to the ADLR, Anekal
Taluk and Tahasildar, Anekal Taluk to carry out the
survey work of lake in question & to take effective
steps for removal of encroachment if any in
accordance with law and submit the status report

within 01.02.2020.

(i)  Notice will be issued to the authorities of
BBMP to submit the status report regarding the

steps taken to rejuvenate the lake in question”.
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3.  All most all the daily News Papers both Kannada and
English have published ‘A large number of people affected
by flooding after Hulimavu lake breached.’ It is useful only
to enclose the copy of the news papers who have

highlighted the news item i.e.,

4. The cause for the breach of the lake and the
consequent damage caused to the property and disfuption
of normal life of the residents is required to be examined as
to whether the breach of the lake is on account of the
natural calamity or on account of the mischief caused by
the miscreants and negligence on the part of the

authorities who are required to protect the lake.

5. It is needless to point out that the breach of the lake
and flooding of the water from the lake would normally
result in damage to the property and disruption of the

normal life of the residents of the neighborhood of the lake.

6. Therefore, the BBMP which is entrusted with the
responsibility of the rejuvenation of the lake had a duty
and obligation to regularly monitor the condition of the
lake and any damage being caused to the lake or the lake

bed and resulting damage to the people living surrounding

the lake-\\(
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(i) The steps taken to rehabilitate the people who
are affeced on account of the breach of the lake
and flooding of water surrounding the lake.

(i) The steps taken to prevent any disruption of
education to the children/students of the
residents living surrounding the lake on account
of the breach of the lake, as highlighted in the
news paper.

(iii) The steps taken to compensate the victims of the
breach of the lake and flooding of water etc.,

(iv) The steps taken to maintain the hygiene and
quality of sanitation in the area and prevent any
outbreak of diseases etc.,

(v) To furnish the names and addresses of the
persons who are affected on account of the

breach of the lake and flooding of the water.

9. Four (4) weeks time is given to the Officers referred to
above to submit the comprehensive report with regard to
the matters referred to above and the authorities

unnecessary for me to repeat the same in this order except

To make
matters worse, staff had to
manage without power for
hours until the supply was
restored later in the day.
While the hospital staff
were able to manage the
care of most of their pa-
tients under these circum-
stances, one patient was
critically ill.
