On behalf of complainant Sri.H.S.Doreswamy,

ori Lakshmikanth and Professor K.S. Sunnguni are

present. They have submitted a note dated

20-06-2019. It is useful to extract the same, which

reads as hereunder:
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2. Prolessor K.S. Sunnguni also produced a copy

of the letter dated 20-06-2019 addressed by him to

the Principal Secretary to Government, Transport
Department, Government of Karnataka. It is useful

to extract the same, which reads as hereunder:

“This is to bring to your kind notice that
Yelahanka Puttenahalli bmic bus depot has been
leaving the busses’ washed unclean water into
the Puttenahlli lake. The oil and soap can be
seen floating on the water. This has been going
on for a long time. When we phoned the
manager of the depot he said that he was
leaving the water to an empty plot nearby. In
that case the question is what has happened to
the oil separator or the water treatment plant?

We request you to take action immediately...”

3. Professor K.S. Sunnguni submitted that,
generally the Puttenahalli Lake is empty and certain
other grievances are highlighted by him. Instead of
going into those grievances, I am of the view, it
would be in the interest of justice hat,. itis desirabld
for Professor K.S.Sunnguni to give one more
representation  setting out the details of the

grievances to the (1) Forest Department, (2) BWSSB
v
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and (3) Karnataka State Pollution Control Board.
They are given two weeks time to give such
representation. On receipt of such representation,
the authorities referred to above are directed to
examine the same and take remedial steps as

permissible under law.

4, On behalf of BWSSB Sri Devaraj, Additional
Chief Engineer is present. He has made a statement
that, they have already called for tender for the
purpose of construction of 8 MLD STP at
Puttenahalli Lake and after completion of the tender
process, the work order will be issued and thereafter
the completion of work would take at least two years
time. According to him, after the completion of
tender process, at least 18 months time is required
for contractor to execute the work/completion of
contract. He submits that, this is the minimum time
required having regard to the nature of the work

relating to construction of 8 MLD STP.

4. So far as the grievance of Prof. Sangunni is
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Puttenahalli Lake and Yelahanka Lake is concerned,
Forest Department is directed to examine the same

and to take remedial steps.

5. On behalf of Karnataka State Pollution
Control Board, Bengaluru, Sri Bhat, Law Officer and
sri D.R. Kumaraswamy, Senior Environmental
Officer are present. They have submitted a status

report dated 24-06-2019, which reads as hereunder:
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6. Al the respondents are given six months time
to file their status report with regard to the steps
taken. If the status report is filed by the next date of
hearing, the presence of the parties on the next date
of hearing is dispensed with. However, liberty is
reserved to the complainants to file an application

for appropriate direction, if require.
