On behalf of complainant Sri.H.S.Doreswamy,

Sri Lakshmikanth is present. He has submitted a

representation dated 26-06-2019, which reads as

hereunder:

2.  On behalf of BBMP Smt. Bhupradha, Assistant

Executive Engineer is present.

3.  On behalf of BWSSB Sri Devaraj, Additional
Chief Engineer is present. He has submitted a
status report dated 25-06-2019, which reads as

hereunder:
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5.  Smt Bhupradha submitted that, the lake is
under the control of BDA and the authorities of BDA
have not yet handed over the lake to the BBMP. In
this connection, the Commissioner, BBMP has
written a letter to the Additional Chief Secretary to *
the Government, Urban Development Department
requesting the government to make an order for the
purpose of hand over the lakes presently which are
under the control of BDA to the BBMP. She will take
steps to execute the work after comply with the
procedure prescribed. She has also produced the
copy of the said letter. She has further submitted
that, though the lake has not yet been handed over
to the BBMP, the government has released a sum of
rupees three crore to BBMP for the purpose of
development of this lake and since the state

government has already released Rs.3 crore to the
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BRMP, the BBMP has already prepared the project
report and estimate for the development of the
Chikkabanavara lake. Since, a sum of Rs.3 crore
already released to the BEMP for development of the
lake, I do not find any justification for not passing an
appropriate notification to hand over the lake to the
BBMP. I am sure the government will pass

appropriate notification without further loss of time.

Communicate this order to the Additional Chief

Secretary to Government, Urban Development
Department. The Commissioner, BBMP and the
Commissioner, BDA also follow up the matter and

get an appropriate notification in this regard.

6. Since, a decision has already been taken for
hand over the lake to the BBMP and money has been
released, it is needless to point out that, the BBMP
need not wait for development of lake for issue of
formal notification by the government. Smit.
Bhupradha submitted that, the project report has

been sent to the Commissioner for approval and as

“soon as the approval of the Commissioner is

o
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received, they will take step 10 execute the work after
complying with the procedure prescribed. According
to her, the process of the tender notification and
entrusting the work, may take two months and to
execute the work after the work 18 entrusted to the
contractor, it will talke about 6-8 months. According
to her, in all, it may take around 8 months time to

develop the lake fully.

7 This lake is around 105 acres. It is the
submission of Sri Lakshmikanth that 1o useful
purpose will be served py diverting sewage water
from the lake at this stage by incurring huge
expenditure. In response 1O the submission,
gmt, Bhupradha submitted that, the development
work of the lake has to be taken in phased manner,
the diversion of the sewage is the first stage of the
work. Unless the diversion of sewage water from the

lake is done, de-silting work cannot be taken up ete.

9. In what mannet, work is to be executed, it 18 for

the BBMP and experts to find out, 1 cannot g0 into

that question. However, liberty is reserved tO the
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complainant to give appropriate representation for
offective development of the lake to the BBMP and
other authorities of the state. If such representation
is given, I am sure, the authorities would consider

the same keeping in mind the public interest.

10. Sri Girish, Surveyor, Bengaluru is present. He
submitted that, within about three weeks’ time the
survey work will be completed and report will be
submitted. The said statement is placed on record.
He is directed to file survey report hefore ARE-1
within three weeks from today and copy of the same
must be sent to the Additional Chief Engineer,
BWSSB, BBMP, KSPCB, Tahsildar, Bengaluru North

and also to the complainant.

11. On receipt of such report, it is needless to point
out that, the Tahsildar, Bengaluru North is required
to take appropriate steps for removal of the

encroachment in accordance with law.
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12. Communicate this order to all the parties
concerned and also to the Tahsildar, Bengaluru
